* Brassica rapa subsp. rapa turnip NZFRI 28237 

Single plant in flower found growing roadside near entrance to Paradise Valley 

Raceway, Rotorua.  

 

* Liquidambar styraciflua liquidamber / sweet gum NZFRI 28218 

Many seedlings /saplings were found growing where mature trees had been felled 

in the old “Leisure World” grounds in Marguerita Street, Rotorua.  

 

† Pittosporum crassifolium karo NZFRI 28214 

Adventive near the Nelder Trial in the Scion research trial area near Long Mile., 

Rotorua. 

 

* Pittosporum crassifolium × P. lessonii  NZFRI 28235 

A hybrid growing in close proximity to both parents in the Scion grounds,
