Zealand National Herbarium Network. The 32 page booklet contains accounts of the holdings of 
16 herbaria containing over 1 325 000 plant and fungi specimens. With replacement costs 
placed at $26 per specimen this represents an investment of almost $35 million in these plant 
collections. The booklet has been published as an Auckland Botanical Society Bulletin No. 23.
