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Introduction 

The Auckland Plant Conservation Network (APCN) established a subcommittee in 1996 to 
oversee the development of a regional threatened plant list forthe area administered by the 
Auckland Conservancy of the Department of Conservation (Fig. 1). Initially a working list of 
threatened plants was prepared from records that list was then circulated to subcommittee 
members for comment lt was agreed to publish the amended list in the Auckland Botanical 
Society Journal to solicit wider comment from the Auckland Botanical community. 

lt is hoped that as a result of this publication members (and non members) reading this list 
will inform the authors of any taxa which they feel should be included or excluded. In 
particular note that only two non vascular plants Fissidens berteroi and Lindbergia maritima 
appear on the list. As there must be more threatened cryptogams than this those of you with 
specialist knowledge in this area may be able rectify this deficiency. 

The Geographic Area 

The area considered includes that land which lies north of Miranda Port Waikato (north 
side) south of the Brynderwyn Hills and Kaipara Harbour mouth. Offshore islands include 
those of the Inner Hauraki Gulf Little Barrier Great Barrier Mokohinau and Kermadec 
groups (Fig. 1). Within the NewZealand Ecological Districts mapping scheme (McEwen 
1987) the area is defined (from North to South) by the following Ecological Districts: 
Kermadecs Taranga (Mokohinau Islands only) Great Barrier Little Barrier Kaipara 
(southern part only) Rodney (omitting northern tip) Waitakere Tamaki Rangitoto Inner 
Gulf Islands Awhitu Manukau and Hunua. For detailed descriptions of these districts see 
McEwen (1987). 

Criteria for inclusion oftaxa 

This list includes all those taxa deemed to be under threat by the APCN within the 
geographic area specified. Included are those species nationally at risk (see Cameron et al. 
1995) and those considered regionally at risk but which may be common outside the 
geographic area. Threatened taxa whose type locality falls within the region are noted and 
national geographical limits are also noted for threatened taxa occuring within the region. A 
separate list for Kermadec Islands plants considered at risk has also been prepared. 

As yet no specific criterion forthe inclusion or exclusion oftaxa on this list has been advised 
to the authors. Thus we have used what reference sources are available (IUCN 1994 
Cameron et al. 1995) and subjected initial drafts for review to obtain consensus opinion.

Cameron & Taylor (1989) provided a detailed account of the vegetation of Oaia Island an 
0.14 ha rock comprised of Miocene aged pillow lava offset with a cap of rock hard guano. 
Situated 1.4 km from the nearest projection of the Waitakere coast the island is located 
within the breaker/surf zone of the west coast and as discussed by Cameron & Taylor 
(1989) its degree of exposure can make landing "troublesome". 
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
