COCKAYNE  MEMORIAL _ PAPER _ NO, 1.

A Revision of the Genus CARMICHAELIA by G.Simpson.
(Trans.Roy.Soc.N, Z.,vol. 75,p.231-287, Beptember 1945.)

After the death of Dr.Cockayne in 1934, a Memorial Pund was established
by the Royal Society of New Zealand. Later it was decided that the interest on
this fund should be made available from time to time for the publication of
approved botanical papers. The first of these,very appropriately, is by I,
George Simpsgon,of Dunedin,who,along with the late J.Scott Thomson,was for many
years closely assoclated with Dr.Cockayne in investigating problems of field
botany. The substance of the paper also is along Cockaynean lineg, a close study
of a large group of plants,based upon extensive fiecld observations and collecting,
supplemented,as Cockayne considered such work should be,by the growing of doubtful
forms side by side in the garden. Mr.Bimpson 1s to be congratulated on the
completion of a major piece of work. :

The need for revision in the genus Carmichaelia may be judged by the
fact. that 14 new species and 8 new varietics have bevn erccted. With other
changes, Cheeseman's 1list of 22 species has now incrcased to 41 specics and 11
varieties, The study of the genus 1s simplified by the dofinition of eight
subgenora, separable by pod charactors, Xoys for the subgonera themsgelves and
for tho spuvcles within each roquire, in many casos, a knowledge of the pods or flowors
or both, The much and rather indiscriminately uscd name C.oustralis R.Br, is
abandoncd on the grounds that it may be an illegitimate synonym of Forsteris
Lotus arborsus, and in any caso 1t proved impossible curtainly to match Brown's
doscription and the illustration with any species growing wild, No spuscios is
considered to be comimon to both North and South Islands, tho proportions being
11 North to 29 South, Localities noar Wellington aro montioned only for
C.hookeri and C, odorata and its var.pilosa.
