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One of the moet notable and moving relics of the blitz is the Garden of
Remembrance in Plymouth Parigh Church,which lost its roof in an early air
vaid, The floor of the church,now open to the weathor,but surrounded by the
ancient walls,has been laid out in beds filled with those flowors most closoly
associated with Bnglond's history.

The gardeners of Britain,no less than the farmers,have a war-time record
of which they may well be proud,and without the material and spiritual
contribution made by them the nation would have boen less able to respond to

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BOTANY AT AUCKLAND UNIVERSITY COLLEGE.

Di.V,J.Chapman took up his appointmont as Professor of Botany abt duckland
University College in March last. The following notes are copied from the
Auckland Botanical Society's Quarterly News Ietter of March 1940 (Vol.3.No.2).

"Dr, Chapmen is a man of very wide expericnce having taught ond botanized in
many different part: of thc world, He received his acadmmic training at
Cambridze University becominm Doctor of Philosopny in 1939 anc Haster of arts

-in 1930,

From 1932-1935 he taught at the University of Cambridse,and from 1937-35
he was Henry Fellow at Haorvard University,during ~hich time ks tock Hhe
opportunity of Botanizing in many parts of the Stabes.

From 1936-37 he was again in Englend teaching and lecturing at Manchoster
University, Then from 1935-44 he was once mors at Cambridge,this time as
Drosier Regearch Fellow though during this period e elso cariied oub tuaching
work,and from 1939 to the time of his present appointment he was University
Demonstrator in Botany. But since 1937 ho has bean by no means all the time
pursuing the evon tenor of his way undigturbed at Cambridge. On the comtrary,
in 1939 he organised the Cambridge Univorsity Bxpedition to Jamaica,while the
outbrsak of war brought him further activitics and responsibilities. In 1940
he orzaniscd a voluntary research party in conncction with the Forestry Commission
Fellings in Bast Anzlia,boing personally responsible for soll analysis and soil
reporvs,

In 1942 he was callcd on by the Ministry of Supply to organise and conduct
a survey of M-rine Biclogzical Resouwrcoes. In 1943 he was mads Production Manager
at a group of Ministry of Supply Pactories using alzal material. From 1544 he
acted as consulting Botanist to the Scottish Rosearch Association,whils in 1945
he was called on to act os Botanist atiached to Suprome Hoadguarters of the
South East Asia Command.

Buring »all these years Dr.COhapman has published much research dealing mors
chicularly with moritine Botany., His book "An Introduction to the Study of
cac g to bu found in the Colloge Library,snd is alrundy familiar to some of
our nmumberg, He hag also publighed o large number of papsrs dealing with the
solt marshes and marine algos of Nova Scotia,New Zngland,ond Jamaica mnd the
Britigh Islus, His roscoarches include coansiderable work on the mangrove,
Avicennia Nitida. He has also kept a watcehful oyc on sand duncs!

His intorusts in tho sca shorc havo not buen purely theorctical and he has
2 book on "Tho Economic Uses of Sonwoods! now awaiting publication.

Aucikland and its viecinity will provide Dr. Chapmon with many ealt marshes,
dunes,and algal communitics and we fuel sure thot bufors long he will have
worked up o flourishing school of Maritimo-Botany amonz us.!
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
