Island produce an inflation in value of this “uneconomic” land.
With the removal of stock from south-east Island it should be prac-
ticable to establish colonies of Coxella, Myosotidium, and Olearia
semidentata as well as many of the other local endemics.

In conclusion one must stress the point that despite over a
century of tragic depredation there is still much left tc save of our
Chatham Island wildlife heritage. There is still time to act effec-
tively. Let us not repeat the mistakes of Mangere Island.
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
