9 Pick only flowers known to be common or plentiful in the
locality, but whenever you can, leave them for others to enjoy.
If you wish to identify a plant, take the smallest adequate bit;
often a photograph may serve the purpose.

10 No specimens should be taken from any nature reserve, nature
trail, National Trust property or a designated Site of Special
Scientific Interest.

11 1In particular teachers, organisers of wild flower competitions
and leaders of outings and field meetings should bear these points
in mind.
