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This index to the Canterbury Botanical Society Journal covers the period
1968 to 1995. It includes all articles, and separately any distribution maps,
illustrations, keys, locality maps, species lists, and major topics within
articles where these are not evident from the title. Titles are indexed as they
appear on the actual article, but are also indexed by any key words within
the title (particularly localities and plant names), and are listed under the
names of each contributing author.

Explanatory notes on index entries are given in brackets and italicised; this
is done to indicate a distribution map, illustration, key, map, obituary, review,
species list, or table. Round brackets indicate that the explanatory note
applies to the whole entry. Square brackets indicate that the article contains
a key or species list, not evident from the title, and in such cases the page
where the key or list starts is given when it is hidden within the article.
